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Third-Annual Citizens’ Poll Shows
Majority of Colorado Voters Rate Transportation System Poor or Fair

Little Support for Funding Options

A majority of Colorado voters rate the state’s transportation system fair or poor (54%). Only
5 percent give it an excellent rating, and 39 percent say it is good. Three times more voters rate
the systerm poor than rate it excellent.

The Third-Annual Citizens’ Poll, sponsored by the Economic Development Council of Colorado
(EDCC), surveyed voters” views of the state’s transportation system and optional fund strategies.
The statewide poll of 501 likely November voters was conducted by Ciruli Associates from
September 19-23, 2008.

Rating Colorado’s Transportation System

— its highways, bridges and transit? Would you say the state’s transportation system

is excellent, good, fair or poor?

The Third-Annual Citizens’ Poll was sponsored by the Economic Development Council of
Colorado (EDCC), a statewide consortium of local and regional economic development
professionals. This marks the third consecutive year of the EDCC’s poll on economic
development and government issues. The statewide survey was conducted by Ciruli Associates
with 501 randomly selected Colorado voters. The statistical range of error is +4.4 percentage

points.
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
